
A REAL ID is a secure form of identification that meets certain requirements set by the Real ID 
Act of 2005. REAL IDs are required for boarding domestic flights and accessing certain federal 
facilities starting May 7, 2025. This will apply for our upcoming Cape Cod and Albuquerque      
Super Partners Travelers. 

To get a REAL ID in Tennessee, you'll need to provide the following original documents: 

•  Proof of Citizenship or legal presence … A US birth certificate, passport, or other             
 document that proves your citizenship or legal status 

•      Proof of Social Security Number ….Your social security card, W-2 or 1099 tax form 

•  Proof of Tennessee Residency … current utility bill, vehicle registration, or current                    
 bank statement 

•  Proof of Name Change … marriage certificate
